To the House of Commons.

The petition of residents of the Isle of Wight and others declares that the petitioners believe that the

unique circumstances of the Isle of Wight must be recognised in any proposals for parliamentary
boundary reform.

The petitioners therefore request that the House of Commons rejects any legislation that would
merge any part of the Isle of Wight with a mainland constituency, and that the House of Commons
urges the Government to ensure that the Isle of Wight benefits from exceptions similar to those
applied to Scottish Islands with no physical link to the mainland.
